Format: 9 rounds FIDE-Swiss in Cup and Elo, 7 rounds FIDE-Swiss in 1800. 
 

Time control: Cup & Elo: 40 moves in 90 min, followed by 30 min for the rest of the game, with an increment of 30 sec/move. 1800: 

90 min for the whole game plus 30 sec/move. 
 

Registration: Please register and pay the entry fee no later than December 16th to Stockholm Chess Federation.  

If you register and pay the entry fee before December 1st you will receive a discount of 100 SEK. The fee can be paid to 

our bank account in Nordea with IBAN number SE45 9500 0099 6042 0257 9589 and BIC-code NDEASESS. It is also 

possible to pay by credit card or by PayPal on our webpage. All payments at the playing venue must be in cash and SEK. 

Registration is done through our website: www.rilton.se. Late registration can be made at the playing venue before 11 

a.m. for an extra fee of 100 SEK on December 27th. The first 300 registered players are guaranteed participation.  
 

Personal All players must personally register before 12 p.m. (Rilton 1800 January 2, 11:00) on December 27. 

registration:  Players who have registered but failed to personally register themselves before the start of the first round will not be 

paired. Personal registration will be possible on our website and at the playing venue.  
 

Hotel:  Hotel rooms are booked through our website: www.rilton.se, where you also can find more information about the hotel. 

Prices per night, including breakfast, are 660 SEK for a single cabin room, single room standard 810 SEK, double cabin 

room (one bed) 760 SEK, double room standard 915 SEK and 1015 SEK for a triple room (three beds). Guaranteed 

availability until December 1st. 

 

 Rilton Cup  9 rounds. Open for players with an Elo rating of at least 2200 on the December rating list. Exceptions are female players 

as well juniors born 2002 or later who have had an Elo rating of at least 2100 on any FIDE Elo-list before the start of the 

tournament. 

Entry fee: 1100 SEK. FM: 700 SEK. Players born 2002 or later: 600 SEK. GM, WGM, IM and WIM play for free.  

Prizes (SEK): 1. 22,000, 2. 17,000, 3. 14,000, 4. 12,000, 5. 9,000, 6. 7,000, 7. 6,000, 8. 5,000, 9. 4,500, 10. 4,000, 11. 3,500, 12. 3,000 

Women’s prize: 6.000 SEK 

Rating prizes: 3,000, 2,000 and 999 SEK per rating group. GMs and IMs cannot win rating prizes. 

 NB! Sofia rules are applied in Rilton Cup, no draw offers are allowed until after move 30. 
 

 Rilton Elo  9 rounds. Open for players with an Elo rating less than 2200. 

Entry fee: 900 SEK. Players born 2002 or later: 500 SEK. 

Prizes (SEK): 1. 7,000, 2. 5,000, 3. 4,000, 4. 3,000, 5. 2,500, 6. 2,000, 7. 1,500, 8. 999, 9. 999, 10. 999. 

Women’s prize: 999 SEK 

Rating prizes:   2,000, 1,500 and 999 SEK per rating group. Players without Elo rating cannot win rating prices. 

 

 Rilton 1800  7 rounds 2/1 - 5/1. For players with an Elo rating less than 1800 on December 1st or January 1st.  

Entry fee (SEK): 700. Players born 2002 or later: 400. 

Prizes (SEK): 1. 4,000, 2. 3,000, 3. 2,000, 4. 999, 5. 999. 

Rating prizes:   1,500, 800 and 500 SEK per rating group. Players without Elo rating cannot win rating prices. 
 

Main prizes and rating prizes will not be shared. In all Rilton tournaments, it is possible to win both main and special prizes. 

The highest rated players are not eligible for rating prizes.  

Due to legal requirements, preliminary tax will be deducted from all prizes. Electronic devices are not allowed in the playing area and must 

be handed to the organizers before entering the playing area. The grace period is 30 minutes. In the Rilton tournaments, board pairings are 

made without any political considerations.  
 

New rules for this year’s tournament: 

The rating requirements for Rilton Cup have been updated and no exemptions from these requirements will be granted. Qualification through 

Swedish national youth tournaments still apply. Due to decision in the Nordic Chess Federation, including the Swedish Chess Federation, we 

are not able to allow players from Russia or Belarus, living outside Scandinavia, born before 2005. 
 

Corona 

The Rilton tournaments will follow the rules/restrictions mandated by the Swedish authorities.
